What is the NSDC Academy?

The National Staff Development Council Academy is a 2 1/2-half year program that enables participants to link the professional learning of educators with student achievement.  The NSDC Academy is an extended and profound learning experience that models the Council’s vision for professional learning and teamwork in schools. Academy members work collaboratively to learn about and solve significant student learning problems that occur within their school, district, or organization. Through immersion in a model of inquiry-based and problem-based learning, participants gain solutions to the problems they and others bring; experience a model of professional learning that exemplifies NSDC’s Standards for Staff Development; and construct knowledge and develop skills necessary to transform their learning, their work, and their organizations.

Academy members include district administrators, principals, teachers, and personnel from local, state, and national educational agencies, as well as university faculty, independent staff development providers, and leaders from nonprofit educational organizations.

Program Goals:

· Members clarify, study about, and solve authentic problems related to student learning in schools. 

· Members construct the knowledge and develop the skills and courage to solve significant problems related to student learning. 

· Members transform professional learning within their own organizations. 

GSDC Member Eligibility
· Applying member must be a graduate of two (2) GSDC Academy sessions 

· Applying member must agree to teach a GSDC Academy session for two years; the time frame and academy content will be determined by the President and President-Elect and will be based upon GSDC needs 

· Applying member must have cooperation and support of their Superintendent/CEO or Direct Supervisor 

In the Event of:

1. In the event a scholarship winner accepts a position outside of the state of Georgia, GSDC will no longer honor the scholarship agreement.  If the scholarship recipient wishes to continue as a NSDC Academy member, all expenses for attending the remaining Academy sessions will become their own. 

Application/Nomination Process: 

· Submit the application form 

· Submit a letter that includes: 

· Description of the sponsoring school/organization 

· Description of the applicant’s role in the organization 

· Reasons for applying to participate in the NSDC Academy 

· Statement of commitment to fulfill Academy expectations/commitments 

· Statement of commitment to teach GSDC Academy for two years 

Scholarship will include NSDC Academy registration and airfare or mileage cost to Academy sessions only (substitute cost, lodging, and meals are not a part of the scholarship).

· December 2008 (Annual Conference) 

· July 2009 

· December 2009 (Annual Conference) 

· December 2010 (Graduation)
