What is Language of the Standards (LOTS)?
   LOTS should be embedded in everything you do in the classroom. 

Language of the Standards (LOTS)
· Is a review of the day’s focus standard

· Is a part of the daily routines and rituals for each class

· Does require explicit teaching of vocabulary of the standard in a way that students understand
· Is the foundation of the lesson 
· Focus standard(s) are clearly visible in the classroom and referred to often and throughout the Instructional Framework
   

What The Teacher Does: 

· Reads and explains the focus standard(s)

· Highlights key vocabulary

· Uses LOTS in the Essential Questions 

· Teacher Talk includes LOTS in 

· Discussions

· Questioning

· Instructions

· Feedback
· Summarizing

· Assessments

· Seizes every opportunity to refer back to the standard

· Prompts the student to turn their Student Talk into LOTS

· Reviews the standard(s) everyday

· Can be done orally, with an interactive word wall, PPT

What the Student Does:

· Is able to restate or explain the standard

· Responds orally and in writing using LOTS

Other Dos and Don’ts:
· Do be intentional in your use of LOTS --- this takes practice

· LOTS is not a number like: ELA8W2

· Don’t only use kid friendly or paraphrased language
· Don’t make explaining the focus standard(s) the entire mini lesson 

· Do know that you may have additional vocabulary words that are not included in the LOTS
